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Equine-Activities Act Protects Professionals – Up to a Point

The above was the title of a recent article in the Colorado Springs newspaper.  The article went on to talk about the statute and what we have come to believe it meant as far as protecting the equine professional.


However, that may have changed.  The equine-activities act has recently received the attention of the Colorado Court of Appeals.  A rider who suffered a brain injury from a fall when the horse she was riding increased his speed to catch up with his friends, lost her case in the trail court.  She then filed with the Colorado Court of Appeals, who rendered an interesting opinion discussing how the word “and” in a statute can really mean “or”.  The Colorado Court of Appeals has granted her appeal.  She will be taking her case back to court, asking a jury to award her damages against the equine professional who she claims put her up on a horse without determining her ability to manage that same horse or participate in the riding event.


This decision affects all horse owners who allow people we don’t know to ride our horses.  In the past, we could assume that if we used a safe horse with safe, well-maintained equipment and had the individual sign a release we would be protected.  That is no longer the case until the statue is either changed to rid it of the discrepancy or challenged once again and upheld.


Although Hank and I will continue to allow people to ride our horses at demos, we are planning on being much more cautious in the way we do that.   I recommend that all of you that give demo rides take extra caution in evaluating who and where you let people ride your horses.

If It is Too Good to be True, It is Not True

Just the other day I heard another story about a person that bought the wrong horse.  In this case, the horse died a short time after it was purchased.  It was beautiful Tennessee Walking Horse.  Very well trained, etc.  This story reminded me of the old adage, “If it is too good to be true, it is not true”.  So I thought it might be time, once again, to remind people of just how to buy a horse.

· Buy from a reputable seller.  In this area, sellers that have 50 or more horses usually do not have the time to get to know the horses they are selling unless they have a large staff of employees.  

· Do not buy from what I call a “turn around seller”.  This person will answer ads in the newspaper, buy the horses cheap and then turn around and sell them for a profit.  You will not know what you are getting as the seller does not know what he has.  Usually you will see this kind of seller buying and selling at the local sale barns.

· Do go at least 3 times to ride the horse you are looking at.  Do not call in advance at least 1 time.  You want to make sure that the horse you are considering is not being drugged before you arrive in order to make it calmer. 

· Do have a vet exam done on the horse you are planning on purchasing.  Do not use the vet the seller recommends.  This is very important.  In the case I heard about, the seller recommended a vet in another town, one he had connections with.  The vet stated that the horse was healthy.  It was not.  It had advanced strangles.  When called and told that the horse was sick, the seller recommended worming the horse.  The horse died.  It had not been wormed in many years and the wormer on top of the strangles killed it.  

· Check out every horse on the seller’s property for health issues.  If you see runny noses, do not buy there.  If one horse is sick, most likely the others will get it.  If they do not want you looking at all of their horses, buy somewhere else.

· Check out the papers on any horse you are considering purchasing.  Call PFHA to get the information on the current owner.  If the papers do not match the horse in all aspects, get a new DNA test prior to purchase.

The bottom line is BUY FROM A REPUTABLE SELLER!!!!  Ask for references.  Check them out.  A reputable seller will give you the names of his clients.  If they won’t, go somewhere else.  Many of the “turn around sellers” are now selling gaited horses.  Some of them are selling Paso Finos.  I know of two Paso Finos that have been purchased from such sellers in the past year.  Both had problems of one sort or another.  Neither had papers.  It is your job to make sure that the horse you are getting is the best horse for you.  If a deal is too good to be true, there is usually a reason for it.
