FACILITY:  The Deseret Peak Complex is located at 2930 W. Highway 112, Tooele, UT 84074.  Tooele is located just 25 miles west of Salt Lake City, UT.  From I-80 West, take exit 99 and proceed three miles south on SR-36 to the intersection of SR-138.  Turn right and proceed five miles west on SR-138 to Sheep Lane.  Turn left and continue three miles south.  Turn right onto Highway 112 to entrance.  Westbound and northbound travelers may contact show management for additional directions.   

HOST HOTEL:  The Holiday Inn Express & Suites, 1531 North Main Street, Tooele, UT.  Reservations may be made at 435 833.0500.  Ask for the “Great Western Paso” reduced rate of $89+ tax per night.  Rate is not guaranteed after September 24, 2015.

Posters, banners, fliers and ad copy (electronic) must be provided by the sponsor.

ARRIVAL OF ENTRIES:  Move-In after 2:00 pm on Thursday, 6 October 2016.  Stalls must be vacated by noon on Monday, 10 October 2016.  Each horse must be assigned a separate stall (except broodmares with suckling foals).  Horses must be placed in stalls assigned by the barn manager and no changes will be permitted without the consent of show management.  Early or late check in/out must be coordinated with the barn manager and show management.

STALLS:  Stalls will be assigned in the order received with completed entry form and payment in full.  Requests to be stalled together must be mailed together.  Stall fees are $60 per stall for the entire show (Th-M).  Each stall will include one bag of shavings.  Additional bags of shavings may be ordered through the barn manager at the rate of $10 per bag.  Exhibitor is responsible for cleaning stalls daily. Please clean up after yourself to avoid a “clean up” fee of $40.  Manure may be deposited at the north end of stalls.  No out of trailer showing is allowed.  
ENTRY FORMS must be received by September 24, 2016.  Checks are payable to Great Western PFHA or GWPFHA.  Late entry fee of $10 per class will be assess after September 24th.  Show management is not responsible for lost entries.  Entries are to be mailed to:

REQUIRED SHOW CREDENTIALS:  Upon arrival at the show grounds, the following credentials must be presented to the show secretary before stall assignment or back numbers are issued:

·  Original Negative Coggins (within 6 months for out of state horses)
·  Current Health Certificate (within 30 days for out of state horses)
·  Brand Inspections as required by individual states.
SHOW OFFICE:  The Show Office will be open Friday, October 7, 2016 at 2 pm until 6:30 pm, October 8 & 9 from 9 am to 1 hour after the last class.

NO PERSONAL CHECKS WILL BE CASHED AT THE SHOW OFFICE. 

REFUND SCHEDULE:  Horse entries that are canceled on or before September 24, 2016 shall receive a full refund.  No other refunds will be allowed.

JUDGING SYSTEM:  There will be two judges for each of the two shows (Sat & Sun).  Each judge will award placings separately.  In regular classes, six places and one honorable mention can be awarded.  In Championship classes, four places and one honorable mention can be awarded.   

CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSES:  To be eligible for entry, a horse must have been properly entered, shown and judged in one of the qualify classes.  However, in the Bella Forma divisions, the championship classes shall be composed of only the horses who placed first or second in their respective classes.  Entries into Championship Classes must be made at the Show Office prior to the beginning of each respective Championship Class except Bella Forma Classes.

ATTIRE/TACK:  All exhibitors shall adhere to required attire and tack as specified for each division in accordance with the PFHA Rule Book.  All riders twelve (12) years of age and under are required to wear Safety headgear at all times while on horseback at the show grounds.

TACK CHANGE:  Requests for Tack Change and class scratches shall be made to the gate keeper prior to the class call.  Upon request, tack changes shall be granted for 5 minutes only.  If additional assistance is needed, please contact the barn manager.

HANDLING STALLIONS:  A child under thirteen (13) years of age shall not at any time, ride, handle or exhibit a colt or stallion while on the show grounds.

CHECK OUT PROCEDURES:  Exhibitors MUST check out with the show secretary PRIOR to removing horses from the show grounds.

CLASS ENTRY FEES:  Class entry fees are $15 per judge.  Non-pointed class fees (indicated with **) are $10 per judge.  Championship class entry fees are $15 per judge.
CLASS CALL:  There is not a public address system at the barn.  It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to be sure that his/her horse is at the gate prior to their class.  Check with the barn manager to verify class schedule.

RULES:  The HDC show is covered by the rules and specifications of the PFHA Rule Book, effective September 1, 2016 and will be judged accordingly.  To be eligible for showing, horses must be registered with the PFHA and must be entered and exhibited under their full registered names and numbers.  All participants (owners, agents, lessees, trainers, riders, exhibitors and handlers) must be a member in good standing with PFHA.  

Copies of current PFHA membership cards and registration papers (front and back) must be included with entry.  Show Validation Application must be included for horses entered in the Trote y Gallope class.  Amateurs must possess a PFHA Amateur Card.  Entry forms must be signed by owners and/or owner’s legal agent, by the trainer, by the rider, and driver or handler.  If the owner is the trainer, the owner must sign twice.  If the trainer is also the rider, driver or handler, then the trainer must sign twice.  If the owner or exhibitor is under 21 years of age, the entry must be signed by the legal guardian.  Only ONE horse per entry form.  Official entry form is attached.

FACILITY RULES:

1. Please clean up after yourself.  All trash should be placed in the outside dumpster.  Clean up fee of $40 will be assessed for leaving trash, manure or dirty stalls.
2. Horses may be washed in designated wash rack areas only.
3. All trailers & vehicles shall be parked at designated areas.  Do not block fire lanes.  
4. Dogs must be on a leash at all times.  Owners must clean up after their pets.
5. Tooele County, Deseret Peak Complex, and HDC management are not responsible for inherent risks of participating in equine activities.
6. Possession or use of glass containers in public areas are prohibited.
7. HDC Management is not responsible for the loss or damage of equipment or personal belongings.
8. Smoking is permitted in designated smoking areas only.  The use of flammable liquids or open flames is not permitted.
SHOW CLINIC:  To ensure maximum performance by participants, Great Western PFHA is pleased to offer a clinic conducted by Robin Ratliff.  Emphasis will be on showing and improving gait. DEFINITIONS/DESCRIPTIONS
** - Indicates a non pointed class

AOT - Amateur Owned & Trained.  Horse must be owned by rider and may not be ridden or trained by a professional trainer for a minimum of 6 months.  Division criteria applies.

Blind Justice - Judges will be seated facing away from the sounding board.  One horse at a time will traverse the sounding board in a fino or corto.  Class is judged entirely on board work.

Halloween Costume - To be judged based on originality.  Exhibitor to provide written narrative describing character.
Walk-Corto Leadline - Open to riders 3 - 6 years of age.  Helmets are mandatory for youth riders.
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
